Since the 1980s, people’s consensus has been that “language teaching cannot be
separated from culture” is a catch-cry that has continued to be commonly
established. In Foreign Language teaching, we could ask the question: “Can our
approach to Language Teaching keep pace with social change?” Conventional Chinese
teaching in a non-Chinese environment is also facing more and more severe
challenges.
